A JOINY ORDINANCE OF THE LAFAYETTE CITY COUNCIL AND LAFAYETTE
PARISH COUNCIL AMENDING THE FY 24/25 OPERATING BUDGET OF THE
LAFAYETTE CITY-PARISH CONSOLIDATED GOVERNMENT BY INCREASING
REVENUES IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,424,818 IN CDBG-DR FUNDS RECEIVED FROM
HUD AS ADMINISTERED THROUGH THE STATE OF LOUISIANA OFFICE OF
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT — DISASTER RECOVERY (OCD-DR) FOR
IMPROVEMENTS TO THE MARTIN LUTHER KING RECREATION CENTER TO
SERVE AS A COMMUNITY RESILIENCY HUB

BE IT ORDAINED by the Lafayette City Council and the Lafayette Parish Council, that:

SECTION 1: The FY 24/25 operating budget of the Lafayette City-Parish Consolidated
Government is hereby amended by increasing revenues in the amount of $1,424,818 received from
HUD and OCD-DR, and appropriating within the Community Development and Planning
Department.

SECTION 2: Grant funds are provided under HUD’s Community Development Block
Grant - Disaster Recovery program and OCD-DR’s Resilient Communities Infrastructure Program.

SECTION 3: There is no matching requirement for the grant.

SECTION 4: Funds will be used for upgrades to the MLK Recreation Center to allow
capacity for use as a resiliency hub before, during, and after major storm events.

SECTION 5: The Lafayette City Council and Lafayette Parish Council hereby authorize
the Lafayette Mayor-President, or her designee, to conduct all negotiations, execute and submit all
documents, including but not limited to applications, agreements, amendments, payment requests,
memoranda of understanding and so on, which may be necessary for the completion of the
aforementioned project.

SECTION 6: This transfer of funds shall be as reflected in any pertinent documents
which are attached hereto and made a part hereof and filed in the Office of the Clerk of the Council.
The Lafayette Mayor-President, or her designee, is hereby authorized to amend the operating
budget within the grant period by de-obligating any unused funds deemed unnecessary for the
completion of the project.

SECTION 7: All ordinances or resolutions, or parts thereof, in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

SECTION 8; Afier first having been adopted by a majority of the authorized
membership of both the Lafayette Parish Council and the Lafayette City Council, this joint
ordinance shall become effective upon signature of this joint ordinance by the Lafayette Mayor-

President, the elapse of ten {(10) days after receipt by the Lafayette Mayor-President without

signature or veto, or upon override of a veto, whichever occurs first.

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1. Follow the CDBG procurement methods and requirements for all contract services you would
fike to be considered for reimbursement with COBG-DR funds {Section 6 of the OCD
Administrative Manual).

2. Environmental clearance must be obtained before entering into any contracts, property purchase
agreements, demolition/grading of land, or other choice-limiting actions. Failure to comply with
the prohibition against committing funds or taking physical action before completion of the
environmental process could result in cancelation of the project, reimbursement by the grantee to
LOCD-DR for the amount expended, or suspension of the disbursement of funds for the affected
activity. This requirement applies even if you are using non CDBG-DR funds to pay for such
activity or obligation.

3. For projects involving construction, clearance of plans and specifications must be obtained before
advertising for bids, awarding construction contracts, or beginning construction.

Cost estimates should contain the total cost of
construction (estimated quantity, unit of measure, unit price and amount) and all related project
costs including, but not limited to, project activity delivery, acquisition, architectural/engineering
fees, etc. Updated cost estimates should be submitted when your engineer is procured, and at key
design milestones.

5. Monthly project update reports, schedule updates, and quarterly performance reports will be
required in a format prepared by LOCD-DR,

6. The schedule for this project is based upon the schedule that was submitted as a part of your
application. If you need to update the schedule based on the application approval date, it is
required to be submitted within 14 days. If extenuating circumstances prevent your ability to meet
key milestone dates or the project completion date, you must notify us in writing and request a
time extension. LOCD-DR reserves the right to determine whether valid justification exists for a
time extension.

7. The budget for your project cannot be exceeded. Any request for budget modifications within
cost categories must be submitted in writing to LOCD-DR for approval. Reimbursement of any
costs from CDBG-DR funds, including for services, fees, etc. listed in the approved application
will be limited to those amounts that are deemed reasonable by LOCD-DR.
